What You'll Study

During the course you will build knowledge and
understanding in traditional media such as painting,
drawing, printmaking, graphics, mixed media and
sculpture and you will also have the opportunity
build skills in new media like Photography or
Moving image (animation, film and video). You will
learn how to develop projects which respond to the
work of artists and which produce creative
ambitious outcomes.

In component 1 you will develop work for a
personal investigation into an idea, issue, concept
or theme, supported by written material. This will
count for 60% of your total A-level mark.

In component 2 you will be given an externally set
assignment, you will produce personal work in
response to one of eight exciting starting points
leading to an outcome in 15 hours. Component 2
equates to 40% of the grade.
